Mat-SU 99 will be jumping in a 
record-breaking attempt 
 
Carol Redding, a Mat-Su 99, pilot and skydiver will be partici-
pating in Jump for the Cause, Sept. 26 at the skydiving center in 
Perris Valley, Calif. 
 
Jump for the cause is a by-invitation-only record-breaking at-
tempt. 150 women will be jumping in an effort to break the pre-
vious record of 131. All the participants are required to raise at 
least $2,500 which is subsequently donated to the City of Hope 
for breast cancer research.  
 
This year’s jump will include several women pilots along with 
breast cancer survivors.  For more information on Jump for the

Pat Prentiss, Vice President, presented 
the bid from the Northwest Section and the 
Alaska Chapter of the 99s to bring the Inter-
national Convention to Anchorage in 2008.  
 
We are 99 percent confident (because we're 
99s!) that the bid will be successful. We will 
need to beef up our moose nugget collecting 
(winter nuggets are best) to be able to pro-
duce 600-800 moose nugget leis in three 
years!
